It prevents phone and cable companies from discriminating against Web sites and services based on their source, ownership or destination. 
Net Neutrality has been in place since the Internet was first created; however, a recent Supreme Court case eliminated this critical protection, giving Internet Service Providers gatekeeper power over what we see, hear and do online.  

Federal legislation is required to restore Net Neutrality, and protect future online innovation, democratic participation, and free speech for future generations. Without Net Neutrality protections, a new digital divide will emerge between those who can afford to pay to use the “fast lanes” and the rest of us.
